SUMMARY

The purpose of this report is to recommend approval of two Final Development Permits for all
remaining Brooklyn Basin parks (including Gateway, South and Channel Parks). The Design
Review Committee of the Planning Commission (DRC) reviewed the project on October 25,
2017. The Brooklyn Basin Planned Unit Development (PUD) was approved in 2009 with 30
acres of public parks to be located along the waterfront of the Oakland Estuary. The 10-acre
Shoreline Park was the first Brooklyn Basin Park to receive FDP approval in 2016, and is
currently under construction in the southeast portion of the Brooklyn Basin site. At this time, the
Brooklyn Basin master developer, Zarsion-OHP 1, LLC (ZOHP), has submitted schematic
design for the remaining 20 acres of planned parks and seeks approval of FDPs by the Planning
Commission. The two proposed Final Development Permits are required to construct the
remaining planned parks. The proposals are generally consistent with and a refinement and
evolution of the conceptual design included in the 2009 approved Brooklyn Basin PUD.
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PROJECT SITE AND SURROUNDING AREA

Brooklyn Basin encompasses a 64-acre site that adjoins the Oakland Estuary to the south, the
Embarcadero and I-880 freeway to the north, 9™ Avenue to the east, and Fallon Street to the
west. The project includes 29.9 acres of City parks located along the Oakland Estuary edge of
the Brooklyn Basin. The proposed FDPs include approximately 20 acres of the Brooklyn Basin
parks, including Gateway, South and Channel Parks, all located along the edge of the Oakland
Estuary, from Shoreline Park to the southeast, to the Lake Merritt Channel at Embarcadero to the
northwest.

PROJECT BACKGROUND
Project History

The planned Brooklyn Basin Project consists of a mix of residential, retail and commercial,
civic, and parks and open space uses preliminarily approved by the Planning Commission on
March 15, 2006, and for which a Development Agreement was executed on July 18, 2006 by the
City Council. Following a legal challenge, final entitlements were granted in 2009. The project
sponsors plan to construct up to 3,100 residential units, 200,000 square feet of ground-floor
commercial space, a minimum of 3,950 parking spaces, 29.9 acres of parks and public open
space, two renovated marinas (with a total of 170 boat slips), and maintain an existing wetlands
restoration area. The existing buildings on the site have all been demolished, apart from a
portion of the 9th Avenue Terminal shed building and the Jack London Aquatic Center. The
project does not include approximately six acres of privately-held property along and east of 5th
Avenue that contains a mix of commercial and industrial uses, as well as a small community of
work/live facilities.

The Shoreline Park FDP was approved in early 2016 and is currently under development. The
Phase 1 area is an active construction zone, with both horizontal and vertical improvements
currently being built. The Phase 2 Final Map was filed Summer of 2017 and development
activities are expected to begin in the near future. The applicant seeks FDPs for the remaining
parks to be developed at Brooklyn Basin in order to ensure compliance with required completion
timeframes for park improvements, summarized from the DA as follows: '
¢ Completion of Phase I park improvements prior to the issuance of a certificate of
occupancy for the 550™ residential unit for the project or five (5) years from the issuance
of the first building permit for Phase I. '
¢ Completion of Phase II park improvements prior to the issuance of a certificate of
occupancy for the 1,650 residential unit for the project or eight (8) years from the
issuance of the first building permit for Phase 1.
¢ Completion of Phase III park improvements prior to the issuance of a certificate of
occupancy for the 2,340 residential unit for the project or eleven (11) years from the
issuance of the first building permit for Phase 1.
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e Completion of the Phase IV park improvements prior to the issuance of a certificate of
occupancy for the 2,800™ residential unit for the project or fourteen (14) years from the
issuance of the first building permit for Phase I.

The first building permit for Phase I was issued in April 2017 (Parcel B). At this time, building
permit applications have been filed for 482 residential units.

Public Review

The proposed project was subject to earlier review by the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board
(PRAC) and the Design Review Committee of the Planning Commission (DRC). The PRAC
unanimously recommended approval of the proposed project. The DRC recommended
forwarding the application to the Planning Commission for consideration, and provided the
following comments (staff response is provided in indented, italicized text below comment,

where appropriate):
e Public Comments:

o Support preservation of existing mitigation wetland located offshore of South
Park, as shown in plans.
The existing mitigation wetland area is outside of the scope of work for the
broposed project and would not be altered by the project.

o Ensure design provides habitat for existing wildlife at site;

The revised plans include a plant list that notes habitat value for local fauna.

o Can South Park be renamed to reflect presence of wetlands?
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The current Brooklyn Basin Park names are identification placeholders. The
parks will each be named through a process managed by the Office of Parks and
Recreation with a final decision by the City Council.

Plans should be proofread for clarity and accuracy.

Plans have been updated.

Wayfinding:

" Need clarity regarding how Bay Trail users will move around the private
out-parcel (lands of Silveira) to connect between the western and eastern
portions of the Bay Trail through the Brooklyn Basin site.

* Need clear signage directing visitors to the park entrances from
Embarcadero.

The plans include a park (and Bay Trail) wayfinding plan to use in
conjunction with the approved Master Signage Master Plan, approved in
2016.
Any transit stops at Gateway Park should keep sightlines open into the park and
water beyond.
How will transit be accommodated on-site? Will there be a bus turn-out or
otherwise dedicated passenger loading area that does not impinge on traffic
movement?
There is flexibility in the design of the Embarcadero street section at Gateway
Park to accommodate a transit stop. At such time as a transit stop is warranted,
the City will work with AC Transit and the master developer to determine the
appropriate design. Passenger loading and drop-off is fully accommodated in a
multi-use parking lot located in Channel Park,

The construction documents will be reviewed by the City to confirm compliance
with ADA.

Gateway and South Parks need a clear and generous connection between them.
Current node is small and awkward.

The connection between Gateway and South Parks has been revised to provide
better connectivity between the two parks.

Gateway Park seems overly manicured and does not have enough “Oakland
flavor”. Using salvaged materials in the delivery of the plan could help.

Revised plans for the entire park system indicate extensive reuse of materials from
the site, including mooring cleats and bollards and remnant granite block.
Gateway Park plans have been revised to reduce the number of palm trees (and
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increase the number of evergreen trees) and use materials and design details that
reflect the “maker” and industrial character of Oakland.

o Design should include layers of history of the site and Oakland.
Revised plans indicate extensive reuse of materials from the site, including
mooring cleats and bollards and remnant granite block. . In addition, the design of
Shoreline Park refers to the demolished portion of the 9" Avenue Terminal and
the history of the site as a multi-modal break-bulk shipping Sacility.

o Provide habitat for bay wildlife. ‘ ,
As noted above, the current plans include plantings for habitat value.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The master developer is currently requesting two FDPs for Brooklyn Basin Parks, as follows:

* Phase 2 Parks FDP: The proposed Phase 2 Park FDP (case file PUD06010-PUDF07)
applies to Gateway Park, located at the center of the Brooklyn Basin site. The
approximately 6-acre area is the gateway to the Brooklyn Basin park system. The park is
located on Embarcadero and Brooklyn Basin Way, and surrounds Clinton Basin. Gateway
Park will function as an access node and formal gathering area and promenade connecting
to the Brooklyn Basin park system, as well as to the on-site ground floor commercial uses,
Clinton Basin marina, and to the city beyond. All parks will include sections of the San
Francisco Bay Trail. The Phase 2 Parks FDP is adjacent do but does not disturb existing
wetland enhancement project located just offshore Clinton Basin (and near South Park).
Key features of the Gateway Park design include:

o Transit Access: The park includes a possible AC Transit bus stop designed as public
art to be a meaningful place-making feature of the park, as opposed to a utilitarian
afterthought.

o Formal gathering areas: Two formal gathering areas are provided near
Embarcadero, one a bosque of trees, the other a plaza. There are two architectural
kiosks at the Clinton Basin edge of the plaza, providing opportunities for retail
(coffee stand, snack stand, skate rental stand) or for information or small
performance use. '

o Waterfront promenade: Gateway Park includes a waterfront promenade along both
sides of Clinton Basin, providing access to the other Brooklyn Basin parks,
opportunities for enjoying the Estuary (both in terms of viewing the water as well
as accessing the marina located there), and ample seating (both café-style and
informal park seating).

o Phases 3 and 4 Parks FDP: The proposed Phases 3 and 4 FDP (case file PUD06010-
PUDFO8) applies to South and Channel Parks, located in the northwest portion of the
Brooklyn Basin site. South and Channel Parks include informal gathering and play areas,
picnicking facilities, and a multi-use parking area. Key features of South and Channel
Parks include the following:

o South Park: South Park is located on the promontory northwest of Clinton Basin.
The park is designed with an informal, more naturalistic appearance than Gateway
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Park (or Shoreline Park). South Park is the smallest and most intimate of the
Brooklyn Basin parks. Park features include:
* On-street, expanded parking to informally serve park use.
* Amphitheater-like seating and gathering area closest to the Gateway Park
promenade.
Picnic and barbecue facilities.
Lawn for informal play and gatherings.
Access to the water.
Seating. _
The park will not infringe upon an existing wetland area located adjacent to
the South Park shoreline.
o Channel Park: Channel Park is located along the Lake Merritt Channel, south of the
Embarcadero Bridge. Park features include:

* Multi-use parking lot: Channel Park includes an on-site parking lot with
space for up to 50 vehicles. The lot is designed to be used for parking or
for gatherings (such as food truck events, small festivals and events). The
design allows for the lot to be modified, for example, should the demand
for parking decrease over time.

» Access to the Estuary from the parking lot.

Sloping lawn for viewing Estuary, informal play and gatherings.

»  Seating.

o Shoreline: The proposed plans reconfigure the existing shoreline as follows:

* South Park: The design creates 0.5 acres of new open water, shoreline
protection, and high tidal marsh planting between the existing shoreline and
the wetland enhancement area. '

®* Channel Park: The design reconfigures the existing shoreline to create
approximately 0.5 acres of new open water, shoreline protection, and high
tidal marsh planting.

GENERAL PLAN ANALYSIS

General Plan Land Use Classification

The Brooklyn Basin park sites are located in the Estuary Policy Plan-Parks (EPP-Parks) land use
designation of the Estuary Policy Plan (the General Plan for the subject site). The Estuary Policy
Plan states, “With ambitious plans to change land use, this area of the shoreline could be
converted into a large-scale network of open spaces and economic development that extend for
over 60 acres from Estuary Park to Ninth Avenue. The assemblage of parkland would create the
major open space resource in Oakland and, at the same time, establish a recreation asset of
regional significance.” Development of the Phases 2, 3 and 4 Brooklyn Basin parks would fully
deliver the vision stated in the EPP.
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ZONING ANALYSIS

The Phases 2, 3, and 4 sites are located entirely within the Open Space-Region-Serving Park
(OS-RSP) zoning district. The OS zone is intended to “create, preserve, and enhance land for
permanent open space to meet the active and passive recreational needs of Oakland residents and
to promote park uses which are compatible with surrounding land uses and the city’s natural
environment.” The OS-RSP zoning allows for regional-serving uses, such as athletic fields and
courts, concessions, temporary uses (fairs and carnivals), public art and restrooms. Although the
Brooklyn Basin parks are in the OS-RSP zoning district, it is subject to an approved PUD and
PDP. Whereas conditional use permits are typically required for park improvements, in this case
Shoreline Park improvements shall be processed under the PUD regulations and are subject to a
Final Development Permit (FDP). In essence, the OS-RSP zoning regulations control the
allowable park uses, whereas the PUD regulations control the process for considering approval
of such uses.

Allowed Activities and Facilities in Shoreline Park

The Brooklyn Basin parks are subject to City of Oakland Open Space-Region Serving Park
zoning regulations (OS-RSP), State Lands and Bay Conservation and Development Commission
(BCDC) jurisdiction. In summary, park activities and facilities are limited by the regulatory

framework and include the following:

The Brooklyn Basin parks have been designed to include only activities and facilities supported
by the complex regulatory framework for the park. For example, in an effort to accommodate
competing interests, the park design does not include a designated playground or tot lot (not a
State Lands-compliant use); however, the park design does include public art, interpretive
facilities and shoreline access which could feasibly engage children in much the same way as a
playground facility might.

Brooklyn Basin Planned Unit Development Applicable Regulations and Design Guidelines

The following discussion outlines the park-related requirements of the project, as administered by
the City of Oakland. Staff analysis of compliance is indicated in indented, italicized text below
each requirement.

d. Preservation of a significant portion of the 9th Avenue Terminal building
‘wharf/apron area on the waterfront side to the recommended 26-foot width and
the ramp to the water, as a part of the Shoreline Park and building reuse plan, as
practically feasible.

e. Plans for all street sections including typical paving and materials cross
sections, trees and plant materials,

f. Plans and general specifications for other landscaping features and public art
installations. Oak to 9th Mixed Use Development

g. Plans and general specifications for the segments of the Bay Trail through the
site pathways throughout the site, including the boardwalk areas adjacent to the
Estuary.

h. Plans for the historic and interpretive elements in and around the area of the
preserved portion of the 9th Avenue Terminal Building and Shoreline Park,
including the reinstallation of existing features honoring the history and use of the
area as a breakbulk cargo terminal, with an overall physical theme and other
unifying physical elements.

i. All play surfaces and play structures throughout the development will comply
with ADA standards.
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j. Prior to the issuance of the first building permit for each Development Area, a
final landscape plan shall be submitted for that phase, based on the results,
requirements, information and recommendations contained in the master
schematic landscape plan, and including but not limited to the following:
¢ Detailed irrigation plans, consistent with water conservation and
sustainability practices. Planting details such as location, number and sizes of
the plant materials and the specifications for planting.
* Street trees shown on the site plan.
* Specifications for driveways, paving, entry and other surface treatments.
* A detailed landscape maintenance plan for each phase, including short and
long term plant and tree care, irrigation system maintenance and other
information to assure that the landscape plan will be successfully established
and maintained consistent with the Minimum Park Maintenance Standards
specified in Exhibit F of the Development Agreement.
* All applicable mitigation measures in the MMRP.

All landscape plans shall be independently reviewed and approved by a qualified

landscape architect and other professional consultant, as deemed required by the
‘Development Director, at the Project Applicant’s expense.

The Project Applicant shall work with staff regarding the design of the open space
- such that, to the extent such uses are approved by the State Lands Commission

(now or in the future), the Project Applicant shall engineer and design portions of

the open space for active (sports) recreation opportunities. :

© The Phases 2, 3 and 4 FDP submittals reflect the appropriate level of information

at this milestone toward providing each of the components described above.

Once a schematic design is approved by the Planning Commission, the applicant

will prepare construction documents that indicate the soils information, irrigation

design and specifications for design details.

¢ 40.a. Refer to Exhibit N of the Development Agreement

© Exhibit N requires the delivery of the Temporary Bay Trail during the build-out of
Brooklyn Basin. The Temporary Bay Trail has been constructed and is generally
open to the public for use from dawn until dusk on a daily basis. It should be
noted that, during construction, there are times when one or two sections of the
Temporary Bay Trail will not be open to the public; however, at least one of the
three sections is open on a daily basis.

'3 and 4 parks are intended to be less programmed, more informal spaces than
Shoreline Partk.

CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ACT

The City Council certified an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the existing project
approvals on January 20, 2009. The Oak to Ninth Avenue Project Environmental Impact Report
[SCH No. 2004062013] is provided under separate cover to the Planning Commission
(Attachment B) and is available to the public at the Planning Department offices and on the web
at:

409. Staff has determined that no new information about the site, changes to the project, or
circumstances under which the project would be undertaken have occurred that would require
subsequent or supplemental environmental review for the proposed Shoreline Park FDP. In
accordance with CEQA, the City reviewed and analyzed the proposed project changes and other
relevant information to determine whether circumstances requiring the preparation of a
subsequent or supplemental EIR exist. Based upon available information, the City has
determined that none of those circumstances are present. Because the FDPs are a refinement of,
and not a substantive change to, the approved project, no further environmental review is
required. None of the circumstances that require a supplemental or subsequent EIR pursuant to
CEQA Guidelines Section 15162 have occurred. Specifically:

o There are no substantial changes proposed in the project which would result in new
significant environmental effects or a substantial increase in the severity of previously
identified significant effects;

¢ There are no substantial changes with respect to project circumstances which would result
in new significant environmental effects or a substantial increase in the severity of
previously identified significant effects; and

o There is no new information of substantial importance which would result in new
significant environmental effects, a substantial increase in the severity of previously
identified significant effects, previously infeasible mitigation measures or alternatives now
found to be feasible, or new mitigation measures or alternatives which are considerably
different from previous ones that would substantially reduce environmental effects.
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Here, based upon available information, the City believes that none of the circumstances described
above have occurred since 2009 and, therefore, no subsequent or supplemental environmental
review is required under CEQA.

ZONING AND RELATED ISSUES
Design

Staff supports the design of the Phases 2, 3 and 4 Brooklyn Basin park FDPs. The project is
designed as a series of rooms appropriate to diverse uses and experiences, with unifying features
and forms to emphasize the connectivity between the “rooms”, similar to the experience at nearby
Lake Merritt. Successful features include:

e Unifying features and forms:

o Geometric tree plantings: Geometric tree plantings (gridded bosques and sinuous
allees) are used to provide a formal form to the gateway area (Gateway Park) and
throughout the park system to delineate the connective pathways. While the
plantings will generally provide windbreaks and shade, the geometric plantings
provide visual cues to guide visitors through the parks and to provide design
identity. In addition, the formal planting arrangements complement the more
naturalistic edge of the Estuary in what is a very urban setting.

o Semicircle form: The semicircular form theme that is carried throughout the park
design responds to the sinuous edge of the Estuary. The design formalizes the shape
of the water’s edge to provide a whimsical interpretation of the location of the parks
along the Estuary in an intensively urban setting. The repetition of the semicircle
as a gathering plaza in Gateway Park juxtaposed against the semicircular mouth of
Clinton Basin, the informal amphitheater in South Park and as an organizational
element of the park pathways contributes to the identity of the park system in much
the same way as the geometric tree plantings discussed above.

o Kiosks: The Gateway Park design includes two architecturally prominent kiosks
flanking the sides of Clinton Basin. These kiosks could be used for food sales or
equipment rentals, or could provide information, live performance opportunities or
provide an identifiable meeting spot. Architecturally, the kiosks provide a visual
marker and separation between the entrance area and the park system, as well as
between land and marina.

o Seating: The park design includes ample seating, including more traditional café
and picnic area seating (with barbecues), as well as step seating (along Clinton
Basin and at the informal amphitheater). In addition, the design includes distinct
arcas along the park pathway system with oversize swing seats. The amphitheater
and swing seats, in particular, provide for unusual and desirable seating and sensory
experiences in the park that will become part of a positive and unique identity for
the Brooklyn Basin parks.
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* Rooms: Each area delineated in the park design provides for different experiences. By
separating functions, visitors have clarity regarding where to go within the park system for
various uses, and the visitor experience is enhanced by separating conflicting uses from
one another. Rooms provided include:

o Gateway: Gateway Park functions much like a grand hotel lobby. The area is

- designed with a formal bosque and plaza for meeting and orienting oneself to the
neighborhood and park system. Gateway Park includes access to transportation
designed as part of the gateway experience, as well as architectural kiosks that
provide wayfinding beacons at this central node.

o Group gathering area: South Park, at the western end of Clinton Basin, functions
much like a dining room, providing an informal amphitheater and picnicking and
barbecuing area for parties or other informal group gatherings.

o Informal area: Channel Park is the least activated area of the Brooklyn Basin park
system, and functions like a library or playroom. Channel Park includes grading
modifications to enhance viewing opportunities from the mounded, central portion
of the park, and provide separation between the grassy area and the busier pathway.
Channel Park provides for informal play (Frisbee, toss, kite flying), resting, nature
viewing, and solitude.

o Event area: The Channel Park parking lot is designed as a flex space that can
accommodate parking or events that require limited infrastructure (such as food
truck events or other formal, small festivals).

San Francisco Bay Trail

Both FDP applications include sections of the San Francisco Bay Trail (Bay Trail) along the edge
of the Estuary. The Bay Trail is a minimum of 18 feet wide, constructed of a hard surface, and
accommodates Class 1 bicycle and pedestrian access, and hosts signage and interpretive facilities
as required by the Bay Conservation and Development Commission (BCDC, who has jurisdiction
over the first 100 feet of waterfront above mean high water).

The Bay Trail includes two sections through Channel Park, in order to allow users to be close to
the water’s edge or to experience views from the elevated knoll at the center of the park. Both
sections are accessible to all users, including pedestrians and bicyclists.

It should be noted that the Bay Trail will not connect across the private parcel that bisects the
Brooklyn Basin site between South and Channel Parks. The master developer does not have site
control over this property. Therefore, signage will be provided to bring Bay Trail users around the
private parcel and back onto the Bay Trail on either side of the parcel.

Boat Launch

Although there is the desire for additional boat launches along the Estuary, there is no proposed
boat launch as part of the planned Brooklyn Basin parks. However, it will be possible for people
to conveniently launch small craft (kayaks, canoes) in Channel Park, near the parking lot, despite
a lack of physical boat launch facilities.
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Regional-serving uses (swings, water features, multi-use parking)

As noted above, the Brooklyn Basin parks have been designed to include only activities and
facilities supported by the complex regulatory framework for the park. For example, in an effort
to accommodate competing interests, the park design does not include a designated playground
or tot lot (not a State Lands-compliant use); however, the park design does include public art,
interpretive facilities, special seating and shoreline access which could feasibly engage children
in much the same way as a playground facility might.

Parking at Channel Park

The proposed Channel Park plans include a parking lot that is larger than what is planned in the
underlying PUD. Specifically, the planned parking lot accommodated approximately 25 parking
~ spaces, and the currently proposed design is for approximately 50 parking spaces. On the surface,
this appears contradictory to the trend of reducing parking throughout much of Oakland. However,
the Brooklyn Basin parks are required to be regional-serving parks with facilities to serve visitors
from outside of Oakland. The parking spaces provide convenient opportunities for boating,
picnicking, and small gatherings that require vehicular access. In addition, the surface parking lot
is-designed to function as an event space as well as parking lot. This provides flexibility based on
current demand, and the possibility of reducing parking easily at the site over time.

Compliance with Development Agreement

The proposed park FDPs deliver the remaining required parks for Brooklyn Basin, achieving one
of the City’s primary objectives of and benefits from the terms of the DA.
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RECOMMENDATION

Staff finds the proposed Brooklyn Basin Phases 2, 3 and 4 park FDPs to be well-designed and
reflective of Oakland’s rich history and unique culture. Staff recommends the Planning
Commission: '
¢ Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15162, and based on the attached findings (and
incorporated herein by reference), rely on the Oak to Ninth Avenue Project EIR as
adequate under CEQA for analysis of the revision to the Shoreline Park FDP;
* Approve a Final Development Permit for Phase 2 Brooklyn Basin Park (Gateway Park)
case file PUD06010-PUDF07; and

e Approve a Final Development Permit for Phases 3 and 4 Brooklyn Basin Parks (South
and Channel Parks), case file PUD06010-PUDF0S.

The parks
provide informal gathering spaces that will complement the more activated
Shoreline Park design.

. That the proposed design conforms in all significant respects with the Oakland

General Plan and with any applicable design review guidelines or criteria, district
plan, or development control map which have been adopted by the Planning
Commission or City Council.
The proposed plans would result in significant new public open space in Oakland,
consistent with the Brooklyn Basin approvals to date and the underlying zoning
regulations for the site.

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Brooklyn Basin is the newest Oakland neighborhood and will provide
open space and trail connections for the general public to reconnect to
the estuary waterfront. Gateway Park at Clinton Basin is the central point
of arrival for people arriving by multiple modalities.

HISTORY Historic maps and aerial photographs show the Brooklyn Basin site was once a large natural
marsh. In the early 1900s it was filled-in for industrial purposes such as lumberyards, break-bulk-cargo,
ship repair, food warehouses, and other activities. Shoreline Park at the site of the 9th Avenue Terminal will
remain the most industrial in character--preserving some of the 9th avenue Terminal and integrating the
overall geometry and scale of the railroads and building into the design. As the terminal building gives
way to lands at the north end, the parks will become softer and will wrap across to South Park with a more
natural landscape. Gateway Park is in the middle and surrounds a now derelict existing Marina site and
frontage lands on Embarcadero.

CONTEXT Gateway Park at Clinton Basin is approximately 1.6 acres stretched along the Oakland Estuary
in the central portion of the Brooklyn Basin Development in Oakland, California. This park will be the second
phase of development for open space within the Brooklyn Basin project following the development of
Shoreline Park at the site of the 9th Avenue Terminal. Located adjacent to Embarcadero and very close to

an existing marina site the proposed design welcomes the public to Brooklyn Basin. The design creates
permeable buffer providing both open views towards the water and a buffer to the less desirable area under
1-880.

CHARACTER Each of the open spaces at Brooklyn Basin as well as Estuary Park to the north will provide

a continuous family of open space, but will also establish very different strong characters. Gateway Park'’s
character is primarily a welcome center to the water as well as to all the open spaces at Brooklyn Basin.

It extends as a waterfront promenade with vertical layers of planting, seating, and amenities including
restaurants and cafes along the edges of Brooklyn Basin. Arrival at the park is designed to provide immediate
visual access to the water. The visitor passes through a buffer of trees to arrive at the a plaza overlooking the
Clinton Basin Marina waterfront. At the 5th Avenue intersection, a fountain extends the presence of water
north and draws bicyclists and pedestrians into the site with a unique and smaller scaled arrival procession.
In compliance with the State Lands Commission, the parks must be regional in program and will serve the
entire Bay Area.

TRAILS In compliance with locating the Bay Trail at the edge of water, a new 30’-0” wide trail will
circumnavigate Brooklyn Basin and connect to the Bay Trail at both the north and south ends. The design
was created to emphasize the public access by multiple modalities and to strengthen connections to the
existing residential fabric of Oakland at numerous critical intersections. The team is working with the city
led project for the new bike bridge connection to insure the designs are integrated and positively reinforce
each other. Access is challenging at the eastern edge of the project site along Embarcadero where there
are limited points to cross the freeway. Gateway Park is a key piece of open space for wayfinding and
connecting open spaces to both the Bay Trail and urban bike paths on city streets as well as local parking
and public transportation nodes.
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Each park in Brooklyn Basin will have a strong character and
together they will form a family of open spaces linked by trails.

The Sheet Listing on the first page of the Phase 3-4 plan set is incorrect, and thus it is difficult to find one’s way through the pages.
Please update and correct this. Additionally, numbering is redundant between the two sets of plans, which is confusing. Sheets
should carry unique numbers, and the sheet names should match the listings on the initial pages. Even if “appendix” pages don't
have sheet numbers, please add some other sort of page numbers for ease of reference.

Good suggestion about unique page numbers and
comprehensive pagination.

Proofreading and revisions are required to clear up minor but confusing inconsistencies, such as on Sheet L8.0 “South Park Plan”
the mislabeling of Parcel K, which is probably Parcel L. Also, is it “South Meadow” or “South Park”"—it is referred to both ways. (We
suggest not using “South Park” in this development at all since it is a TV show and an already-very-familiar San Francisco location; it]
could be confusing.) The description of the acreage is described in one place as 20 acres and another as 28 acres.

Names of all parks including South Park are
placeholders from the EIR + PDP. They will change in
the future.

We will review and correct inconsistencies or errors in labeling.

We request clear information on the deployment, prominence, and locations of directional signs to be installed along Embarcaderg
(or further inland), clearly and obviously directing people to the public areas and clarifying public access possibilities. Such signage
should be required in the conditions of approval.

There is a separate signage package to address and
clarify these details.

The signage package is available for review.

Some of the example photos, such as on L5.0 of PARK 2 package, are misleading. For example, why is there an image of a long quay
or walkway out into the water? These photos should be captioned to explain what they show that is relevant.

We will review captions to provide clear
explanations for relevant aspects of precedent
imagery. The long quay on page L5.0 of Park 2
shows a condition we believe is very similar to the
north edge of Clinton Basin.

Captions or images will be revised where needed.

The visual and physical access to “South Park” as one turns the corner from Clinton Basin seems weak and unclear, and the
renderings of it don’t quite match each other (L8.0 and L7.0). One can definitely see the shortcomings of the corner treatment by
looking at the developer’s perspective on their webpage, as it toggles between two images:
http://www.signaturedevelopment.com/development/brooklyn-basin/ Strengthen this design so that people can see the park,
and how to get into it. It should be visible, friendly, inviting, accessible, and not confused with the restaurant or cafe areas. If
necessary, recommend modified treatment of the building corner to enhance visibility of the park. Pulling back that
corner—maybe also rounding it off—and then rounding geometry of the pathway between the building and the coast line might
signal that the parkway extends around the corner.

This is a very challenging corner due to 3
overlapping constraints: EVAC access, an existing
wetland mitigation project, and SLR strategies which
raise grades.

We will take these comments into consideration in future
iterations of the design. It is our intention to provide clear site
lines throughout the park that are friendly, inviting, accessible,
and visible. We have made some changes to simplify the design
and pulled trees around the corner to visually suggest parkland
beyond.

Can one see the Ripple Walk and the water in Clinton Basin from Embarcadero, or will the landscaping prohibit this? How dense is
the tree grove, and how would it be pruned for visibility? Or should it be thinner? (L7.0 and 8.0 of Phase 2 package)

Yes, the ripple walk will be visible from

Embarcadero, especially at the intersection with 5th
Avenue. Trees in the Arrival Grove are intended to be
dense enough to block views to the adjacent
freeway, but limbed up, so views are maintained for
pedestrians and vehicles on Embarcadero.

We will study best tree spacing, species, and height of first limbs
in 3D model to allow for visual connections to park lands and
water.

Are the Pavilions (number 5) transparent? What are these pavilions? The example photo from elsewhere shows something like a
sheet metal shipping container, but something more transparent would be better.

The pavilions have not been designed yet. The
intention is to maintain views to the water while also
providing durable structures for the public realm.

We will continue to develop the character for the pavilions and
their program. This is a potential site for a café or other retail
and there may be program elements that help us determine the
best architectural character. We will keep in kind the concern
about maintaining transparency.

We question the rows of trees near the Bay Trail at "South Meadow" on sheet L8.0 and at the seaward edge of "Viewing Hill" on
L17.0. What are these? Why are they there? Should they be low native shrubs and marsh-compatible plants instead? This is an open
waterfront area, and longtime volunteers associated with coastal clean-up and rehabilitation have been encouraging native plants
and compatible species. Without knowing what plants are proposed it is difficult to comment, but it seems unwise to plant rows of
trees in these two locations. Wouldn't they block views, as well as being inconsistent with exposed water-edge bay trail conditions?
Or would these trees provide useful shade and withstand the wind and weather at that location?

Detailed tree locations and species are still being
studied. In our preliminary public meetings there
was concern that we are not using enough trees and
more were desired to provide shade.

We will take into consideration the site conditions, both historic
and current, to propose trees that will thrive on the site and
provide necessary amenities for both people and wildlife.

a)  Related to these concepts, it is unclear how the Bay Trail will connect across Embarcadero when it is forced to go around the
private property that bisects the Brooklyn Basin Project site. In order to maintain connectivity and continuity, it is critical that this
connection around the private parcel be made as part of the Brooklyn Basin Project and that the trail around the private parcel is
designed as an off-street facility that has a width to match the capacity of the other sections of Bay Trail that will be built as a part of
the Brooklyn Basin Project. This consistency in design and capacity is most important along Embarcadero within the City’s right-of-
way, so that a bottle-neck point is not created and that it doesn’t discourage trail users from continuing on the trail across the private
parcel.

This design issue is important, but is outside the
scope of the park areas be considered in this FDP.
There is an existing sidewalk and we would
encourage the city to make any necessary changes to
the sidewalk to promote continuity.

Issue will be forwarded to appropriate parties.

b)  Although the project plans appear to consider these important connections, it is important to emphasize that the Brooklyn
Basin portion of the Bay Trail must be designed to create clear and logical connections with the Bay Trail that will be on the new
Embarcadero Bridge and the Lake Merritt Connector trail that is currently being designed.

We appreciate that the proposed Bay Trail designs accommodate both pedestrians and bicyclists consistent with the goals of the Bay
Trail. According to the plans provided online, it appears that some portions of the Bay Trail at Brooklyn Basin are proposed to be
separated into narrower pedestrian shoreline paths with a wider adjacent path inland that also accommodates bicyclists. One of the
primary goals of the Bay Trail is to provide a “Bay Experience” for both bicyclists and pedestrians. Although we are open to parallel
alignments that accommodate different users groups, it is critical that the design and alignment of these trails provide equivalent
“Bay Experiences” for both pedestrians and bicyclists that include consistent views of the Bay and a feeling of proximity to the Bay.

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South Park and Channel Park complement the dynamic industrial
character of Shoreline Park and Gateway Park with a more contemplative
natural character.

HISTORY Historic maps and aerial photographs show the Brooklyn Basin site was once a large natural
marsh. In the early 1900s it was filled-in for industrial purposes such as lumberyards, break-bulk-cargo,
ship repair, food warehouses, and other activities. Shoreline Park at the site of the 9th Avenue Terminal will
remain the most industrial in character--preserving some of the 9th avenue Terminal and integrating the
overall geometry and scale of the railroads and building into the design. As the terminal building gives
way to lands at the north end, the parks will become softer and will wrap across to South Park with a more
natural landscape that connects to the Estuary at Channel park.

CONTEXT South Park and Channel Park are located on the Oakland Estuary at the northern end of

the Brooklyn Basin Development in Oakland, California. These parks will be the third and fourth phase

of development for open space within the Brooklyn Basin project following Gateway park and the
development of Shoreline Park at the site of the 9th Avenue Terminal. The site is located adjacent to the
Lake Merritt Channel and faces Estuary Park’s beloved and heavily used community boating facility. A new
bridge connection along Embarcadero will provide improved access for cars and bicycles in 2018. A planned
bicycle and pedestrian bridge from Lake Merritt will make a critical connection to the waterfront trails from
neighborhoods to the east.

CHARACTER Each of the open spaces at Brooklyn Basin as well as Estuary Park to the north will provide

a continuous family of open space, but will also establish very different strong characters. South Park and
the southern end of Channel Park will be the most contemplative providing spaces for quiet views to the
water surrounded by native plantings. Smaller picnic areas and activation at the edges will provide clear
nodes for accessing the Bay Trail at the water’s edge. An existing wetland site that was created through

a mitigation with the Port of Oakland will remain as a feature in the landscape. The central and northern
edges of Channel Park are designed for larger groups and more dynamic passive recreation. A large flexible
pavement area provides opportunities for parking by cars or bicycles as well as the staging area for events.
The design of the pavement area can be right sized for changing needs of transportation and events. At the
water’s edge a community porch provides porch swings for visiting the water and defining your arrival. The
porch swings repeat elsewhere in the parks as a trail maker and wayfinding device. At the northern edge of
Channel Park a large mound elevates park goers for bigger water views and provides a gentle slope for play
and picnicking. In compliance with the State Lands Commission, the parks must be regional in program and
will serve the entire Bay Area.

LAND TRAILS In compliance with locating the Bay Trail at the edge of water, a new 30’-0” wide trail area

will circumnavigate Brooklyn Basin and connect to existing Bay Trail at both the north and south ends. The
design was created to emphasize the public access by multiple modalities and to strengthen connects to the
existing residential fabric of Oakland at numerous critical intersections. The team is working with the city
led project for the new bike bridge connection to insure the designs are integrated and positively reinforce
each other. In total South Park and Channel Park provide nearly 2000 linear feet of water’s edge trail.
