Eligibility 

• Volunteers receive a small tax-free hourly stipend ($2.65 hour) that does not affect 
any governmental benefits such as Social Security, GA or HUD or MediCal. 

• Ongoing training through the Foster Grandparent Program and their host site 
• Contribution for transportation and meals 
• Paid sick leave, vacation and holidays 

 
Income Eligibility 
Volunteers must be age 55+ with an income no more than: 

• Single: $1,805 per month or $21,660 per year 
• Married: $2,428 per month or $29,140 per year 

(Medical expenses can be deducted from your income in order to meet the income limit.)
