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City of Oakland Continues Negotiations with

Employee Labor Groups
Strike Announced for Monday, July 1

Oakland, CA — The City of Oakland is continuing to negotiate with six employee
labor unions and bargaining groups representing approximately 2,470 civilian City
employees whose contracts expire on Sunday, June 30, 2013. While City leaders
hope that this process will successfully result in new contracts, City labor unions
have announced their intention to call a one-day strike on Monday, July 1.

“We are continuing to do everything we can to accelerate negotiations and avert a
strike,” Mayor Jean Quan said. “We are willing to negotiate through the weekend,
day or night, because we know there is a fair-share agreement to be made.

“The Council has just passed a balanced budget that makes strong investments in
public safety and restores state and federal cuts to housing staff and Head Start. It
also leaves funds for serious and needed employee compensation,” Quan said.

“My administration will always respect our employees' right to lawfully strike,”
Quan said. “To our residents, we apologize in advance for any inconvenience that
possible service impacts might cause you.”

The Administration is making plans to address the unpredictable service impacts in
the event of a strike. City facilities, programs and services will be disrupted or
severely reduced, if not closed, in the event of a strike. The following is a summary
of possible service impacts we can anticipate. However, details can change: this is
a fluid and unfolding situation, and we will provide timely updates as more
information is available.

Public Safety and Emergency Services will Continue

Our highest priority is to continue to provide public safety services to the
community. Police, fire and emergency services personnel will not participate
in a strike. Police emergency response, including traffic enforcement and
investigations, will be operational.

signal outages, objects completely blocking the street to vehicle traffic and
major flooding conditions—will be responded to.
