Following are the key activities to be highlighted this week:  

 

23rd Annual Oakland Earth Day – On Saturday, April 22, Oakland will hold its largest annual 

volunteer cleaning and greening event, Oakland Earth Day. About 3,000 volunteers are anticipated 

at more than 80 locations to pick up litter, remove graffiti, weed, mulch and restore native plant 

habitat. Approximately 60 sites are in parks or along creeks and other waterways, and about 20 sites 

will be neighborhood cleanups of streets, sidewalks and schools. Oakland Public Works sponsors 

the event, with support from the Alameda County Flood Control and Water Conservation District, 

and participation from more than 60 community groups including Friends of Sausal Creek, Keep 

Oakland Beautiful and the Lake Merritt Institute. Last year, more than 2,200 volunteers pitched in.

Oakland Police Department (OPD) Arrests – On Wednesday, March 29, at 3:15 p.m., Oakland 

Police officers, working with information gathered from the community regarding illegal activity at 

a residence, served a search warrant in the 700 block of Peralta Street. The officers recovered three 

firearms and two rifles. One person was taken into custody. On Wednesday, April 5, at 1:44 p.m., a 

local business in the 2900 block of Broadway was robbed. Officers obtained detailed information 

concerning the suspects and the suspect vehicle. Approximately 15 minutes later, officers observed 

the suspect vehicle in the 3300 block of Market Street. A traffic enforcement stop was conducted, 

and both occupants were taken into custody. On Thursday, April 6, at 3:30 p.m., Oakland Police 

officers patrolling the area of Mandela Parkway and 9th Street recovered an illegally possessed 

firearm and arrested one individual. Hard work and situational awareness enabled these officers to 

make our community safer by removing a firearm from our streets. On Monday, April 10, at 1:13 

p.m., a carjacking occurred in Berkeley. The Berkeley Police Department advised OPD that the 

suspect and victim’s vehicle should be in the area of 7th and Union streets. Oakland officers 

responded and began to search the area. Officers observed the suspect and the stolen vehicle parked 

near a gas station. The officers were able to talk the suspect into peacefully surrendering. On 

Tuesday, April 11, at 10:10 a.m., a bank in the 2100 block of Webster Street was robbed. Patrol 

officers responded to the area, and with the assistance of bank security guards, they were able to 

arrest the suspect approximately four minutes later. The loss was recovered. Officer Giovanna 

Borgna, who is in her 10th week of field training, and Field Training Officer John Low made this 

key arrest in the 1900 block of Franklin Street.

Inspections In Very High Fire Severity Zone To Start – On Monday, May 15, inspections of 

residential properties in the Very High Fire Severity Zone of the Oakland hills will begin. Oakland 

Firefighters and Inspectors will visit each property within the zone to determine if vegetation on the 

property is compliant with the California Fire Code. In April, an Annual Inspection Notice will be 

mailed to every property owner, with detailed information about requirements for “defensible 

space” around houses and a checklist to help homeowners be certain their properties are in 

compliance. Defensible space acts as a buffer between a structure and an advancing fire. Residents 

can find more information about reducing the risk of wildfire at http://bit.ly/2oDH12V. Residents 

should plan to remove weeds, tall grass, brush and tree limbs that pose a fire hazard. Properties that

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have not removed these hazards by the start of the inspection period on May 15 will be found non-

compliant, and will be re-inspected 30 days from the date of the initial inspection. All necessary re-

inspections will incur a fee, in accordance with City of Oakland Ordinance No. 13401 and the 

Master Fee Schedule. In anticipation of the upcoming inspections, the Oakland Fire Department will 

host workshops to educate homeowners about the vegetation inspection program. The first 

workshop was held on Monday, April 10. An additional workshop will be held from 6:30 to 8:00 

p.m. at the Redwood Heights Recreation Center, 3883 Aliso Avenue, on Wednesday, April 19. 

After the tragic and devastating 1991 Oakland Hills Fire, a law was passed requiring the California 

Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) to identify areas or “zones” that are at an 

increased risk of fire and to provide maps of those areas to cities and counties across the state. 

Based upon its fire history, weather and terrain, CAL FIRE concluded that the Oakland hills are at 

an increased risk of fire, and should be assigned to the Very High Fire Hazard Severity Zone. To

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No BART Train Service Between Lake Merritt And Fruitvale Stations – On six non-consecutive 

weekends between April and July, BART crews will be rebuilding the trackway between Lake 

Merritt and Fruitvale stations as part of the “Better BART” efforts. No trains will run between those 

stations and Lake Merritt station will be closed. Free buses will be available to move riders around 

the closure. Riders on the Warm Springs/South Fremont, Dublin and Oakland Airport lines will be 

impacted. The buses may add 20 to 40 minutes to your trip. The closure will allow maintenance 

crews to replace the nearly 45-year-old deteriorating trackway between the two stations. The dates 

for the BART track closure are:
