In observance of the Ghost Ship 

fire tragedy one year later, the public is invited to participate in a temporary memorial art installation 

placed in City Hall from Monday, November 25 through Saturday, December 2. Handwritten notes and 

remembrances can be left as part of the installation in tribute to the Ghost Ship fire. Artists Chris Treggiari 

and Peter Foucault, who lost friends and colleagues in the fire, designed the installation in the form of an 

altar as an extension of a larger memorial they created for the Oakland Museum of California (OMCA) 

Days of the Dead exhibition. The remembrances left at the City Hall memorial will travel to OMCA to join
