Given the size of the crowd, and to reduce potential traffic congestion and transit 
impacts, it may be advisable to stay away from the area around 14th and Broadway 
or take alternate routes. 
 
OPD is focused on preventing illegal activity while affording the majority their 
rights to assemble and march. We will not tolerate acts of violence or other 
unlawful behavior that threatens public safety, officer safety or property. To date 
there have been at least nine (9) confirmed arrests. 
 
Mutual aid has been called to assist with the large crowds this evening.
