Since the CitglarfdO@pened
the doors at the first-of-its-kind municipal identification/prepaid debit card gnogiffice on Feb. 1,
more than 4,000 people have applied for the card. This landmark program combines the emapower
of a government-issued identification with banking services many members ahoonmuaity have
difficulty accessing. A major component of the debit card function is that it pouskss with the
protections of federal banking laws, which are stronger than the privacy fangedfother ID-issuing
government bodies. The program is cost-neutral to the City and the fee structunegdheisard was
designed such that card provider SF Global could cover its costs while keepingdfebsiaes at a
minimum. So, the City and SF Global have partnered to eliminate point-of-sale<@rthe card.
The fees had been capped in April at $12.50 per month and wilhable charged at all. Other fees
are also being reduced. Card owners now also hawptioa to register as organ donors. The card
administrators are announcing a partnership with DonatelLife, the sthtetaetl organ and tissue
donor registry program — the “pink dot” found commonly on drivers’ licenses. More iaflmmabout
the card is available at each of the three offices from 9am to 5pm, Monday - Fridas abnl
www.oaklandcityid.comor by calling 888-997-3522.
