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OHA OFFICER INVOLVED SHOOTING

Oakland (CA) - On September 22, 2009 at 9:53 AM City of Oakland Housing Authority Police Officers
responded to 2529 9" Avenue to investigate the report of a suspicious vehicle. Upon arrival an Oakland Housing
Authority Police Officer located Raymond Marshall, a 21 year old Oakland residence, inside of a parked vehicle.
The officer detained Marshall for further investigation and began to handcuff Marshall. As Marshall was being
handcuffed by the officer; Marshall started the vehicle, drove off and struck the officer as he attempted to escape.

A second Oakland Housing Authority Police Officer arrived on the scene and observed that Marshall had the first
officer pinned with the vehicle. The second officer fired his service pistol at Marshall as Marshall began to
accelerate the vehicle backwards towards the second officer.

The suspect Marshall was struck by the second Oakland Housing Authority Police Officer’s gunfire. Marshall
was transported to a local hospital for emergency medical treatment and was diagnosed with a non life threatening
wound. Marshall was released from the hospital and taken into custody for various charges that included
attempted murder of a police officer.

The first Oakland Housing Authority Police Officer was treated and released for injuries sustained from the
incident.

Homicide Investigators were called for follow-up investigation. The case will be presented to the Alameda

County District Attorney’s Office for charging. Anyone with information regarding the incident is encouraged to
contact the Homicide Section at 238-3821.
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
