Sexual Assault

Oakland, CA — The Oakland Police Department would like to make the public
aware of a reported sexual assault. A 25-year-old female reported that on March
17,2012, at 1:00 a.m., she was walking in the 1900 block of Broadway when she
was approached by two strangers. Both strangers physically forced the victim at
gun point to a nearby, isolated location, where they sexually assault her at gun
point. After the sexual assault, both suspects fled the scene on foot.

Both suspects are described as African-American males, 18 — 25 years of age,
wearing black hooded sweatshirts and dark jeans. One of the males spoke in a
distinctively low voice and was armed with a handgun.

Police need your help in identifying these suspects. Anyone with information is
asked to contact the Youth and Family Services Division at (510) 238- 3641.
