- Do not leave packages, shopping bags or other items of value visible in your
vehicle.

- Avoid showing large amounts of cash when making purchases.
- Be especially alert when entering and exiting your vehicle.
- Remember to lock your car door after entering your vehicle.

- Let people know when you intend to arrive at your destination, so they can
keep an eye out for you.
